Checking the float height:
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Grab the overflow hose and hold it as shown. Undo the screw. Fuel will flow out into the hose and automatically level it’s self. 
It should be equal to around two thirds the height of the bowl.

Adjust the float height.

Drain the carbie of fuel and remove it from the bike.
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Remove the four screws which hold the bowl onto the carbie.

Take careful note of how the internals of the carbie are assembled. A reference photo of your own may be handy.
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Remove the pin and float.
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Bend the tab as required. Bending the tab down will let less fuel into the bowl reducing the float height. Bending the tab up will let more fuel into the bowl increasing the float height.

You only need to bend the tab a small amount. It’s better to move the tab in small increments than one big one.

Reassemble the carbie and re-check the float height as shown above.
Undo this screw, fuel will drain out into the overflow.





Fuel should level about 2/3 the height of the bowl.
