How to remove Lifan 140cc Clutch
It is easier to check this with the engine out from the frame, but with a bit more effort, can be checked whilst the engine is on the bike. This guide shows step by step the process for checking the selector star is correctly aligned and tight.
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Step 1: Undo the 8 bolts holding the cover on and remove cover gently, trying not to damage the gasket.
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Step 2. Undo the 4 screws shown.

Step 3. Take the cover off.
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Step 4. Remove the lower section as well.
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Step 5. Undo the 4 bolts shown and remove cover and springs.
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Step 6. There is a nut on the shaft that holds the clutch in place. If you do not have the specific tool to take this part out, a hammer and screwdriver could be used with care. Make sure that this is tight when re-installing.
When re-assembling the engine, please make sure all bolts are tight especially the nut holding the clutch in place and to replace any gaskets that may have been damaged. If you have any queries, please feel free to contact us on 03 8363 1600 and ask to speak with our mechanic.
